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Academic record should be given starting with high school graduation. However, international
applicants and those graduated from a foreign university should give full details starting from their
elementary education.

. Name of department and school should be given in “Undergraduate”, “Graduate”, and “Research

Student” in the column of “Educational Background”.

. Do not use abbreviated names for any of the listed educational establishments or work places.
. There should be no blank periods.
