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@In the ‘Prospective Supervisor column, applicants should write the names of their prospective
supervisors by referring to the list of Faculty Members of the School (Annexl: available in the
application information in Japanese only). Except for the Sustainable Development Course, the
Department of Environmental Engineering and Architecture, if you have not decided whom to be
your supervisors, you should write the name of the field of research you wish to study instead.
Applicants for the Department of Social and Human Environment should write only the first choice
(both the name of the prospective supervisor and the academic field).
